At this time we would like to acknowledge and thank those of you who generously contributed
towards the St. Elijah Fence Project. Your contributions have enabled the church to erect this beautiful
fence on our cemetery. The new fence will beautify and protect our cemetery for years to come. We
are currently collecting funds for the Cemetery Entrance Arch so if you were not able to purchase a
section of fence, perhaps you would like to contribute to the second phase of the project, the arch.

Looking towards the year of 2010 we have three projects that were discussed at our Annual
meeting that we are currently receiving bids for.

1. The Church Roof- needs to have all the tile removed, the old roofing paper removed, and
new roofing paper be placed back on the wood decking. All broken tiles will be replaced,
old caulking will be replaced as well.

2. Stained Glass Windows- currently we have 17 panes of broken glass that protects our
windows from the outside that is cracked. The current protective glass is not insulated.
Therefore we are seeking bids for this as well.

3. After the last inspection, our boilers in the church and parish house need to be replaced. So
we are in the process of receiving bids for this project too.
